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Financial Guideline P17 - 2019-2020

Using Electronic Banking for making payments

1. Introduction

We are regularly asked by schools if it is a good idea to use electronic or internet
banking for payments such as paying wages or suppliers.

Some schools still use cheques as the preferred method for settling all payments.
However, the use of cheques has become more expensive and time consuming. Banking
charges associated with electronic banking are considerably cheaper than cheques.
Accordingly, we would encourage all schools to move in this direction as soon as possible.
Under the National Payments Plan, public sector bodies are encouraged to move towards
electronic banking.

Section 17.7 (b) of the Governance Manual for Primary Schools 2019 — 2023 states that:

“The Board must satisfy itself that proper internal controls are in place for all financial
transactions. The Board shall ensure that appropriate controls are in place in relation to
the use of any school credit card, online banking etc. These shall include appropriate
protocols and procedures for the approval of user(s), custody of the card concerned,
authorisation of payments, agreed payment limits and the supply of supporting
documentation and records. The Board shall not use debit cards for school expenditure.”

2. Please follow the steps below when moving to electronic banking for
payments:

e Approval must first be obtained from the Board of Management for the use of electronic
banking by the school. This approval should be included and approved in the minutes
of the board meeting.

e Electronic payments are subject to the same rules as a cheque payment and
therefore must be approved by two of the nominated signatories of the board. The
Treasurer must be one of the signatories for each transaction. The Chairperson can
nominate another board member to act as signatory in his/her absence.

¢ Inline with good financial practice, there should be a clear division of duties. The person
preparing the payment should not be one of the approvers of the payment.

e Access to approval of electronic payments must be password/PIN protected. It is not
permissible for a bank approver/signatory to share logon details/PIN with other users.



e Any additions and amendments to payees must be approved by the authorised
signatories.

e It is the responsibility of the board to ensure that the bank is aware of these controls
and that the electronic banking system implemented complies fully.

3. Contacting your school’s bank

The board members approved by the board to sign cheques must also approve electronic
payments. It is important to make this clear to your bank when setting up electronic
payments from the bank account. When contacting the bank, the school will need to
provide their account number, phone number etc.

For schools that bank with AIB, each school should contact their Relationship Manager at
local branch level. The Relationship Manager can assist in registering them for online banking
and any other issues they may face.

For schools that bank with Bank of Ireland, it is Digital Banking Service who deal with schools
if assistance is required Their number is 1850 264265 and their email is
electronic.banking@boi.com .

For schools that bank with Permanent TSB each school should contact their local branch
level or contact the Business Banking Team at 1890 500 177 or 01 215 1363.

For schools that bank with Ulster Bank, it is the Digital Applications Team who deal with
schools if assistance is required. Their number is 1800 300 361.

Ar an
abhar sin, mholfaimis do gach scoil dul sa treo sin chomh luath agus is féidir. Faoin bPlean
Naisiunta locaiochtai, t4& comhlachtai earnala poibli & spreagadh chun an
riomhbhaincéireacht a ghlacadh chucu féin.

Sonraitear an méid seo a leanas i mir 17.7 (b) den Lamhleabhar Rialachais do
Bhunscoileanna 2019 — 2023:

“Is ga don Bhord a bheith sasta go bhfuil rialuithe inmheanacha cui i bhfeidhm le haghaidh gach
idirbhirt airgeadais. Cinnteoidh an Bord go bhfuil rialuithe cui i bhfeidhm i ndail le hisaid aon
chérta creidmheasa, baincéireacht ar line srl. Aireofar orthu sin prétacail agus nésanna
imeachta cui maidir le husaideoir(i) a cheadu, ciuram an charta lena mbaineann, Gdaru
iocaiochtai, teorainneacha comhaontaithe le hiocaiochtai agus solathar doiciméad agus taifead
tacaiochta. Ni usaidfidh an Bord cartai dochair le haghaidh caiteachas scoile.”

¢ Nimoér cead a fthail 6n mBord Bainistiochta ar dtus chun an riomhbhaincéireacht a usaid
sa scoil. Ba cheart an cead sin a chuimsiu agus a fhaomhadh i miontuairisci chruinniu
an bhoird.

e Bionn iocaiochtai leictreonacha faoi réir na rialacha céanna is a bhionn iocaiochtai
le seic agus, ar an abhar sin, ni mér do bheirt de na sinitheoiri ata ainmnithe ag an
mBord na hiocaiochtai a fhaomhadh. Ni mér don Chisteoir a bheith mar dhuine de
na sinitheoiri do gach idirbheart. Is féidir leis an gCathaoirleach ball eile den bhord
a ainmniu mar shinitheoir mura bhfuil an Cisteoir i lathair.

e De réir an dea-chleachtais airgeadais, ba cheart go mbeadh na dualgais roinnte go
soiléir. An duine a réitionn an iocaiocht, nior cheart dé/di a bheith ar na daoine a
dhéanann an iocaiocht a fhaomhadh.



e Ba cheart rochtain ar fhaomhadh iocaiochtai leictreonacha a chosaint le
pasfhocal/UAP. Nil cead ag an gceadaitheoir/sinitheoir na sonrai logala isteach/UAP a
chomhroinnt le husaideoiri eile.

¢ Aon fhaisnéis bhreise a chuirtear leis na hiocaithe né aon leasu a dhéantar orthu, ni
mor do na sinitheoiri udaraithe é sin a fhaomhadh.

¢ Faoin mbord ata sé a chinntiu go bhfuil an banc ar an eolas i dtaobh na rialuithe seo
agus go gcloionn an céras riomhbhaincéireachta ata i bhfeidhm, leis na rialuithe sin
go hiomlan.

e Ta FSSU tar éis Treoirline Airgeadais ar leith a eisitint faoi Usaid chui cartai
creidmheasa.
